Winners from each class will compete for the Best Male and Best Female respectively for
20 additional points.

CHAMPIONSHIP REQUIREMENTS Before earning show champion status on pedigree, a dog must complete the following.

Points for earning Championship:
¢ Atotal of 150 points is required for an ABKC Show Championship title.
Example: Your dog is a pocket and you had you had at least one other dog in your variety. You beat the other dog-you get best
pocket male. You then compete and win Best of Pocket over a female. You would get a total of 50 points (10-20-20).
o If there is only 1 dog in a variety (no Males or female no Competition) that dog would compete with the
standards.
¢ Dog must have attained points under three different judges.

Champion Class:
¢ Those dogs having earned ABKC conformation championship will be eligible to compete in the Champions
Class.
a. Five champion wins are required to earn credit toward a Grand Champion title.
b. All Variety Champions will compete in the same class.
c. Each dog will be judged by their respective variety /breed standard.
d. Less than three entries will be shown in exhibition only.

Grand Champion Class:
¢ Those dogs having earned ABKC conformation Grand championship will be eligible to compete in the Grand
Champions Class.
a. All Varieties of Grand Champions will compete in the same class.
b. Each dog will be judged by their respective variety /breed standard.
Best of Breed:
¢ Total count of dogs entered in show will be counted for the winners of Best of Breed top ten points.
e Top ten points will be posted every month from shows that have been reported.
